FORMA

1)Se agrega -ED al final de la mayoría de los verbos.
2) Se agrega -D al final de los verbos terminados en “E”
3) Se añade -IED y se elimina la “y” a verbos terminados en consonante + Y.
4) Se añade -ED a los verbos terminados en VOCAL+Y
5) Se DOBLA LA CONSONANTE y se añade -ED a los verbos terminados en una sola vocal+consonante.
	Usamos el pasado continuo para indicar acciones o actividades más largas en el pasado.
Ej. They were laughing and singing. 
Ellos estaban riendo y cantando.

FORMA

Se utiliza el verbo auxiliar was/were (dependiendo del sujeto) + verb-ing.




*Para hablar sobre una acción que estaba sucediendo en el pasado y que fue interrumpida por otra acción, se utilizan ambas estructuras junto con estos conectores: WHILE = MIENTRAS - WHEN= CUANDO*.
