AFFIRMATIVE:  S + VERB + COMPLEMENT

Example
I + drink + juice
He + eats + banana

NEGATIVE:  S + DON’T + VERB + COMPLEMENT

Example
I don’t eat chicken
You don’t drink tea
We don’t cook
They don’t wash the carrots

S + DOESN’T + VERB + COMPLEMENT

Example
HE doesn’t eat eggs
SHE doesn’t drink milk
IT doesn’t smell good

INTERROGATIVE: DO + S + VERB + COMPLEMENT +?
                             DOES + S + VERB + COMPLEMENT +?

Example
Do I eat potatoes?
Do you drink water?
Do we eat spaghetti today?
Do they cook soup?
Does he eat onions? 
Does she cook smash potatoes? 
Does it drink water?
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**REMEMBER**

We use DO/DON’T with personal pronouns:
I – YOU – WE – THEY

We use DOES/DOESN’T with personal pronouns: 
HE – SHE – IT
